	Unit Title: Save the Ocean Poster 

	
	Grade Level: First grade

	Overview
	Day 1 of 5

	Today my students will listen to the book, Magic School Bus On the Ocean Floor by Joanna Cole and create a web about what plants and animals live in the ocean and how they help the ocean thrive.

	Rationale & Big Question
	

	Listening to the book, Magic School Bus On the Ocean Floor will inform my students about the different plants and animals that live in the ocean and how they benefit the ocean. This will give my students the opportunity to gain empathy for these creatures because of how they help the ocean thrive. The web they create will become a visual for them to reference to while brainstorming and creating their save the ocean posters.

Questions:
· What plants and animals live in the ocean?
· How do these plants and animals benefit the ocean and help it thrive?
· Why should we care about saving these plants and animals?

	

	Learning Objectives
	

	In a small group setting, my first-grade students will be able to create their own web graphic organizer using classroom materials that explains at least five ocean plant or animals and how each of those plant or animals helps benefit the ocean.

	

	The Lesson
	Materials
· The Underwater Song lyrics written out
· Magic School Bus On the Ocean Floor book by Joanna Cole
· Stuffed animal fish to pass around the circle
· 22 blank pieces of papers
· 22 writing utensils

	Hook                                                                                     Time: 5 min
	

	The students will sing The Underwater Song by The Little Blue Globe Band. The students will sing along to El Mar as they listen to the song and watch the video on the smart board. (High-Tech) https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-n5dg15K5WE 

	

	Central Learning Task                                                     Time: 30 min
	

	1. The students will gather at the rug.
2. The students will listen to the teacher as she reads Magic School Bus On the Ocean Floor. My ELL student will have their own copy of the book to follow along with as the teacher reads. (No-Tech)
3. The students will follow along as the teacher reads La Vida Marina by Dona Herweck Rice using the doc cam. The teacher will translate for the class. (High-Tech)
4. The students will sit in a circle.
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]The students will go around the circle and each say one plant or animal that lives in the ocean from the song, book, or previous knowledge. The teacher will write the student’s responses on the board. My ELL student will say their ocean plant or animal in Spanish into a smart phone as the smart phone translates the word in English for the class. My ELL student will write the word in Spanish on the smart board as the teacher writes the English word underneath. (High-Tech) 
6. The students raise their hands and explain how each of the ocean plants and animals help the ocean when called on. For example, seagrass gives oxygen off and coral reefs provide shelter to fish.
7. The students will return to their seats.
8. The students will draw a circle in the middle of their blank piece of paper and write the word “ocean” in the middle of it. My ELL learner will copy the word “Ocean” from the board. (No-Tech)
9. The students will draw a line coming out of the middle circle and write an ocean plant or animal on the line.
10. The students will draw a circle at the end of the line and write how that specific ocean plant or animal benefits the ocean in the middle of it. My ELL learner will write as many English words as he can, but he is able to use a combination of English and Spanish words. He will work together with the teacher to translate it. (No-Tech) The students will use the class examples to help them and are able to work together with the other students at their table if they choose. This process will continue until all students have about five ocean plants or animals on their web graphic organizer. The teacher will facilitate around the classroom and help the students as needed.

	

	Closure                                                                               Time: 10 min
	

	The students will come back to the rug and sit in a circle. The teacher will tell the students that the ocean is in danger and these ocean plants and animals are being harmed. The students will go around the circle and each explain how this makes them feel and why they think we should help to save the ocean. My ELL will say their feeling word in Spanish into a smart phone as the smart phone translates the word in English for the class. (High-Tech)

	

	Assessment

The teacher will review each student’s webs and use a checklist to keep track of what students met the objective and what students did not. The students who did not meet the objective will work together with the teacher during WIN time to successfully complete their activity.
